White Chili:  

3 table spoons Olive Oil 

2-3 onions, chopped 

6 cloves garlic, minced 

1 ½ tsp ground Cumin 

1 ½ lb ground chicken or turkey 

One 15 oz can garbanzo beans 

One 14 oz can white beans 

Two 14 oz cans white corn hominy 

Eight 4 oz cans chopped green chilies ð 

mild/medium 

Chicken broth to cover ð est. 2 large 

cans 

Salt and pepper 

Garnish: 

Chopped cilantro 

Grated cheddar or jack cheese 

Chopped tomatoes 

Chopped green onions 

Jalapeño slices 

Sour cream 

 

 

In a large heavy soup pot, heat olive 

oil over medium heat. Add the 

chopped onion, garlic and cumin; 

cook until onions wilt, about 7 min-

utes. Add the meat and brown well.  

Add the beans, corn and chilies. Stir 

the chicken broth into the chili; add 

additional water if needed.  Cover 

and cook over medium to low heat 

until flavors blend, 30 ð 45 minutes, 

stirring often to prevent burning. 

 

Serve hot with assorted toppings.
